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At Ratby Primary School, it is our aim for children to nurture a love of books and reading and to learn to read fluently and with understanding.  They should have access to quality books that are closely matched to their reading ability throughout the school.  Challenging texts are not avoided in our effort to promote reading for pleasure.
This document identifies the planned coverage of reading for each year group. 
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At Ratby Primary, the teaching of reading starts with oracy and phonics.  We recognise that systematic, high quality teaching of phonics is essential and this is our focus in EYFS and KS1.  We follow the Twinkl phonics scheme and pupils have daily phonics lessons across Foundation Stage and KS1.
Running alongside the teaching of phonics in KS1, we also teaching whole class/guided reading lessons using the VIPERs reading skills.
In KS2, reading is taught through whole class reading lessons which take place every day.  Reading lessons in KS2 further develop children’s fluency and prosody and we immerse children in a wide range of texts.
In addition to this, the class novel is used throughout the week as a reading for pleasure activity, where our pupils can hear their teacher read and listen to the chosen text.
Where required, our pupils will continue to have phonics interventions throughout KS2 and have additional support in their reading lessons.  Those pupils who are working at a higher level will be challenged with star challenges.
